Background:

Save the Children is a global alliance of national and international child rights organisations, which supports child rights work in several countries in Southeast Europe (SEE). Save the Children in Albania is a consolidated programme managed by Save the Children Norway and supported by SC UK, Sweden and Italy.
The Regional Child Trafficking Response Programme (CTRP) supports activities in seven countries in the region: Albania, Bosnia & Herzegovina, Serbia, Kosovo, Montenegro, Bulgaria and Romania.

The initial phase of the CTRP started in 2002 (2002 – 2004) and over a three-year period addressed the issue of child trafficking on prevention, identification and support to victims. Based on this initial experience an extensive research on “Risk and Resilience’ was carried out in the second phase (2006 – 2008) of the CTRP. The research involved a large number of children considered to be ‘at risk’ in 7 countries in the region, and provided valuable new insight into their lives, and a basis for designing programmes that can reduce the risks these children face and prevent unsafe migration and child trafficking. The research findings were widely publicized in the report “Children Speak out” in 2007.

A third, 3-year phase of the CTRP project will start in January 2009. Main objective of the project is to apply knowledge gained from the research to direct interventions with children at risk to prevent exploitation, trafficking and unsafe migration. Further, to document impact and lessons learned from these interventions and use experience to improve services and to advocate for better protection of children at risk at national and regional/international levels.
7 countries will participate in the project and detailed country plans will be designed during the first quarter of 2009. Each country will be represented by a country coordinator in the planning process, and the country coordinator will also be responsible for the implementation of the project. The main role of the Regional Programme Coordinator is to supervise and coordinate country programmes, facilitate exchange of experience and lessons learned and to document impact of project interventions. An impact monitoring system will be applied to all activities funded by the programme.
For the position of Regional Programme Coordinator we seek a person with broad regional/international experience on child trafficking and child protection.

· At least 3 years experience in managing international programs with a focus on children and children’s rights/the UN Child Rights Convention
